OPENING STATEMENT:  Adequate notice of this meeting has been given in accordance with the open public meeting act, pursuant to Public Law 1975, Chapter 231.  Said meeting has been advertised in the Hammonton News and has been posted on the Borough Hall bulletin board showing the time and place of said meeting.

A RESOLUTION FOR EMERGENCY MEETING OF COUNCIL.

WHEREAS, liquor licenses for the Borough of Folsom are due to expire on June 30, 2011, unless renewed by the Borough Council; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council was delayed in renewing such liquor licenses because of problems with the Borough computer system and the inability to obtain the required tax clearances from the State Division of Alcohol Beverage Control; and

WHEREAS, the required tax clearances have been obtained to permit the renewal of the liquor licenses; and

WHEREAS, the latest that the Borough Council meeting can be held to renew the liquor licenses prior to their expiration would be June 30, 2011; and 

WHEREAS, if the Borough Council meeting is held any later than June 30, 2011, it would result in the forced closure of the licensed establishments and a significant and inappropriate hardship to the license holders; and

WHEREAS, the requirements of N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq. cannot be met because of the publication requirements of the Hammonton News and the Press of Atlantic City, although notice of the meeting has been faxed to both the Hammonton News and the Press of Atlantic City in excess of 48 hours prior to the meeting; and 

WHEREAS, although the actual publication in the Hammonton News and the Press of Atlantic City is less than the full 48 hours required, notice will be published prior to the meeting and notice has been posted in the Borough Hall in excess of the required 48 hours.  

NOW,  THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Folsom, in the County of Atlantic and State of New Jersey that:

1) 
This emergency meeting is authorized upon the affirmative vote of at least three quarters of the members of Council present.

2) 
This emergency meeting is required in order to deal with a matter of such urgency and importance that a delay for the purpose of providing adequate notice would be likely to result in substantial harm to the public interest.

3) 
This emergency meeting is limited to discussion of and acting with respect to the renewal of liquor licenses. 


The Borough Council could not reasonably have foreseen the need for this special meeting at a time when adequate notice could have been provided or if it could have foreseen such need at a time when adequate notice could have been provided, it nevertheless failed to provide such notice.
