AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $8,000.00 FROM THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT FUND FOR EMERGENCY ROADWAY INLET REPAIRS IN THE BOROUGH OF FOLSOM, COUNTY OF ATLANTIC, STATE OF NEW JERSEY
WHEREAS, said monies exist in the Capital Improvement Fund of the Borough of Folsom for said purposes,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Folsom, County of Atlantic, State of New Jersey as follows:

SECTION I
The sum of $8,000.00 is appropriated from the Capital Improvement Fund for emergency roadway inlet repairs for East Collings Drive in the Borough of Folsom.

SECTION II
Payment for the project shall be made by the Borough of Folsom upon presentation of duly executed vouchers by an authorized vendor and certification by the Chief Financial Officer that the Local Public Contracts Law has been complied with, and further, in accordance with a policy adopted by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Folsom.

SECTION III
 This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication according to law.

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the foregoing Ordinance was introduced and passed on the first reading at a regular meeting of the Borough Council in the Borough of Folsom, County of Atlantic and State of New Jersey, held on May 11, 2011 and said Ordinance was approved for final adoption at a public hearing held in the Borough of Folsom Municipal Building, 1700 12th St., Folsom, NJ on June 08, 2011 at 7:30 PM.  This ordinance may be obtained at no cost by the general public at the Borough of Folsom between the hours 8:30 am - 4:00 pm Monday thru Friday.

Councilman Olive thanked Freeholder Bertino for coming and welcomed everyone for coming and to have a safe Memorial Day.

Councilman Esposito reported on Daniel Schenker’s Eagle Scout project 
Councilman Kemmerer commended SJ Gas on the 11th Street project and thanked them for the great job.
Councilman Schenker thanked Freeholder Bertino for coming.  He also stated that the Fire Auxiliary donated $3700.00 for new equipment.  He commented on some of the activities that the Boy Scouts will be attending.
Councilman Gazzara thanked Freeholder Bertino for attending, wished all residents a safe Memorial Day and asked the residents to please be aware of all containers that can collect water and breed mosquitos and to please keep the containers upside down.  He also thanked the Boy Scouts for attending.
Councilman Eckhardt conveyed the White Pines were planted behind Borough Hall and also expecting delivery of Everest trees to be planted by the fence by the Senior Ball Field and also at the 13th Street park to replace some pines that were removed.
Mayor Ballistreri asked for a motion to pay the bills in the amount of $244,035.58
